PARTICIPANT SAFETY RULES

Route & Logistics

Parade will form in the area of Carpenters Park Boat Landing – travel to the 

train trestle – turn and travel back towards Riverwalk and disburse.

The Sheriff’s Boat will lead the parade.

Registered boats will be positioned between the Lead Boat and the Ending 

Boat.

Parade speed will be 4.5 mph.

Allow enough distance between vessels to make an emergency stop (able to 

come to a complete stop within one-half of a safe distance between vessels).

Judging

Participants will be judged based on the MOST CREATIVE DECORATION 

USING THE THEME “July 4th – A Celebration of Independence”

Parade Registration Numbers must be displayed on the STARBOARD side –

midship.

Parade Control

There will be Parade Marshals as well as Sheriff and Coast Guard auxiliary 

boats along the parade route. If hailed, please conform with their instructions.

Please remember that this is a family event!

ALL VESSELS MUST CONFORM TO

COAST GUARD MINIMUM EQUIPMENT SAFETY REQUIREMENTS.

ANY VESSEL FOUND NOT TO CONFORM WILL BE DISQUALIFIED.
